· Reactive Speed Sign on Hackthorn Road – a request has been sent to LCC to provide a quote and a response has not been received to date, a reminder will be sent asking for the costs of two types of sign, one for the same as that on Cliff Road and another for one that lights up “30mph Slow Down”, they are also arranging for some up to date speed readings to be taken on Cliff Road. The positioning of the sign was discussed and it was agreed as at the previous meeting to locate it between the 30 and 40mph signs, approaching the 30mph sign.
· Bus Shelters – Quotes had been sought and circulated prior to the meeting, it was agreed that one with a domed roof, toughened glass on three sides and a seat was the preferred design to be located on the Village Green and outside the Village Hall on Ryland Road. On a proposal from Cllr Lowen, seconded by Cllr England, following a vote, it was unanimously RESOLVED that the Clerk was delegated to purchase two Malta Bus Shelters with funding from LCC, up to a maximum of £3,000 per shelter. The Clerk will check with LCC regarding any requirement for planning permission.
· Street lighting – Requests have been received for street lights to be installed at James Court and on the footpath from Ryland Road to Westhall Road (alongside the Scout hut). The matter was discussed and it was agreed in principle that the committee is willing to consider the installation dependant upon cost and agreed siting.  The Clerk was requested to arrange a site meeting with the LCC Technical Services Partnership and to seek quotes. 
· Bench – On a proposal from Cllr Reall, seconded by Cllr England, it was unanimously RESOLVED following a vote to re-install the bench on the junction of Eastfield Lane and Ryland Road.

· Parking on School Drive – On a proposal from Cllr Reall, seconded by Cllr England, it was unanimously RESOLVED following a vote to arrange a meeting with all parties, especially the Police, regarding parking on School Drive as a result of a letter received from the Headteacher at St Mary’s Primary School expressing concerns regarding road safety in that area.
