071301.  Welcome and Public Forum
i. The vice-chairman welcomed all to the meeting
ii. Public Forum - the residents present raised the following concerns on agenda item 2013/0651/COU for the erection of 10 holiday log cabins at brickyard farm, Camblesforth:
· The road safety issues re the position of the proposed holiday site with the only access and egress on to the busy A1041 road
· The fact that a previous application for 2 dwellings had been refused on appeal with on of the reasons being Highways issues with the A1041 access and egress

· The increase of traffic along the A1041 since the opening of the by-pass

· Holiday cabins imply that there will be children. there is no footway along this stretch of the road and the road is unlit

County Cllr Lunn explained the position about re-submissions and the need for all objections to focus on material considerations

· The plans for the new leisure centre are to be discussed at the planning committee meeting on 31 July. If passed, the new centre should be open by Christmas 2014

· PCSO Thompson introduced the new recruit, Andy, who will be assisting with Barlow concerns

· PCSO Thompson has developed good relationships with Mr P Tawn at Barlow Common and currently has nothing to report re Barlow

· A councillor asked what could be done about cars speeding through the village; PCSO Thompson needs the registration number, date and approximate time of any such incident

· Area Committee meeting: - the clerk reported that the focus was on the current 'rolling out' of high speed broad band across North Yorkshire 

· Drax liaison meeting: - Cllr Moralee attended the presentation; concerns were raised about the possibility of a fire risk from the use of biomass. Nitrogen is currently being produced in the domes to prevent such an occurrence. No other issues were raised. Cllr Moralee also saw one of the larger trucks that are needed to transport the biomass material.
