PCSO Nick Gisicz reported that in the period 1st September to 1st December 2014 there had been five burglaries, two thefts and two drug related offences in the whole of the rural villages area.

The national Police crackdown on drink driving had begun and will run until new year’s day.

There will be cross border Police operations in the new year.

Speeding remains a problem across all Police force areas. 55 tickets had been issued during patrols in Edgworth between June and October. The community speed watch team will be employed near to the San Marino in Belmont.

A Farm Watch has been established with over 30 members, who share information. It is hoped to develop this further.

A Pub Watch will start in early January, and eight local licensees have already shown an interest.
