7124 Planning Applications

In relation to application 10/15/0043, Turton FC were requested to continue their efforts to control car parking, litter and bad language

7125 Planning Appeal – The Village Greens, Bolton Road, Edgworth

Resolved: That representations be made to the Planning Inspectorate supporting an application for the demolition of the existing timber shop and the erection of a new shop with first floor living accommodation, on the grounds that it will be an improvement to the street scene, the new shop will provide an amenity to the residents of the area, and the loss of a tree to the rear of the site will be far outweighed by the improvement of the site as a whole.
7126 Mowing Regime at The Moss, Belmont

The Parish Council considered a proposal by a local resident to delay mowing of the southern section of The Moss until August at the earliest, to enable wildflowers to prosper.

Resolved: That the proposal not be supported, as it would restrict the area available for recreation purposes - the main purpose for which the land is intended. There are several fields surrounding the Moss which could be developed as a wildflower meadow.
