6978 Lancashire Joint Waste & Minerals Plan

A local resident expressed concern at the revised Plan, which came into force in September 2013. Blackburn with Darwen Council has adopted a policy which makes it illegal for farmers to recycle items such as construction materials on their farms, whereas previously this could be done under licence.

It was suggested that an exemption could be applied for from the Environment Agency, which has the over-riding powers.
