Reinstatement of six original mullioned lights to western elevation, upgrading of existing glazing, replacement of UPVC guttering, replacement of external doors, and replacement of internal textured ceiling finish at Hill Top Farm, Blackburn Road, Turton

Listed building consent for additional works to rebuild section of unstable chimney stack at Turton Tower

The Parish Council has no objections in principle to a pitched dormer, but feels that the height of the proposed roofline is overbearing and out of character with the street scene and neighbouring properties, and will have a detrimental visual impact.

Two storey side extension at 5 Lower Fold, off Ramsbottom Road, Hawkshaw (also 10/14/0029 for Listed building consent for the same)


The Parish Council strongly objects to this proposed extension on the grounds that it represents an over-development of an already extended site, and is out of character with this Grade II listed building.
