Prior to the meting, members of the public were given an opportunity to address the Parish Council.

Two members of the Wayoh Angling Club spoke about problems with poachers fishing and shooting deer. The Police had attended on several occasions.

It was suggested that the Club request a meeting with Jake Berry MP, United Utilities, the Police and the Environment Agency. In addition, poaching awareness cards should be handed to local dog walkers, who should be asked to report suspicious behaviour.

A resident of Belmont reported that written confirmation was awaited from Belmont school that they have carried out a risk assessment for children walking in long grass at the proposed wildflower meadow at The Moss. 
He also reported that he had met the Lengthsman to discus what was required to repair the footpath across the Moss and rebuild portions of the stone walls.
A resident of Barlow Court drew attention to problems when exiting Barlow Court caused by cars parked close to the exit to at either end of the school day. (It was agreed that the school be asked to include an item in their next newsletter asking parents to avoid parking in close proximity).

The resident was also concerned that United Utilities were not investing in the equipment necessary to remove chemicals used to spray rush grass, and had instead asked local farmers to cease spraying.
