Prior to the meeting, members of the public were given an opportunity to speak:

Several objections were raised in relation to the application to Bolton Council for planning permission to erect a large wind turbine at Birches Farm, Bury Road.

It was agreed that the Parish Council would write to Bolton Council objecting to the proposal, on the grounds that it would have an adverse visual impact on the village and its surroundings, and would be completely out of character with the area. 

It was noted that the application does not clarify the proposed construction access to the site, which is likely to lie within the Blackburn with Darwen area, and will therefore require a separate application.

Another resident explained that he had contacted the Environment Agency, who confirmed that Blackburn with Darwen Council’s policies regarding waste take precedence over Environment Agency licences. 

BwD are unlikely to grant a licence for wood waste, as they only want one such site within the Borough, even though it is not yet built.
