7134 Discovery Trail – Belmont

The discovery trail had the support of Belmont School, who propose that it be used by the school children as part of their curriculum.

The footpaths along three areas of the trail need upgrading, including the path across the Moss which, although upgraded by the Parish Council in 2011, becomes waterlogged in areas, and needs additional gravel laying.

The proposed wildflower meadow, which had been rejected by the Parish Council at its last meeting, was intended to form an integral part of the trail, and would provide the only wildflower area in Belmont.

Resolved: 

1. That improvements to the path across the Moss be supported, and that a financial contribution be made towards it, subject to costings from the Lengthsman.

2. That, in accordance with Standing Order 31, the proposed wildflower meadow be placed back on the agenda for the next meeting.
